Biologi-

cal control is defined as the 

r e d u c t i o n  o f 

pest populations by natural 

enemies. Biological pest con-

trol affords the opportunity to 

decrease agriculture's reliance 

on chemical control.  

We have found that by using 

bugs to our advantage we have 

been able to virtually remove 

the use of chemicals on our 

flowers.  

For the past three years 

Greenhouse Manager, Jeanette 

Weingartner, has  overseen 

the biological controls within 

the greenhouses, and the result 

is incredible. With human con-

trol, we are able to 

alter the pest popu-

lation within the 

greenhouses to con-

sist of “good” bugs 

Snowberries are unlike almost 

any other plant in the world. 

With its elegant berries and deli-

cate look, the Snowberry has 

quite an enchanting quality. The 

small clusters of pink flowers in 

the spring become the pale pink 

berries in the summer and egg-

white berries of late summer.    

In this way, they offer great fall 

and winter interest. The berries 

are rarely heavy laden, but in-

stead seem to float lightly in the 

air, all about the plant. This and 

their small, scattered leaf pattern, 

give the plant a low but airy qual-

ity.
